Overview

The Second Great Awakening occurred during the 1820s and 1830s.  Led by Protestant ministers, it spawned reform movements which lasted until the Civil War. 1. What were the reform movements of the early and mid 1800s, and how did they begin?

2. Were the movements successful, and what were the effects of the movements?

· Besides a homepage, you should have a page on each of the following: New Reform Movements, Early Immigration and Urban Reform, Women and Reform, Slavery and Abolition

· You must thoroughly answer the aforementioned questions with relevant details, facts, and primary source material.

· You need to incorporate links to other websites with relevant information.

· You need to embed at least two videos

· All writing needs to be original, no copying and pasting

· A works cited page must be included with MLA citations.

· Incorporate primary sources

· There should be written information on every page.   You need to use all of the vocabulary terms listed below.  However, the content on your pages should not be limited to these terms alone.  

· You will also be graded on the design and presentation of your website.
